But the message was clear: he was dressed to greet us, to wave at all who passed by.

And always it was the same. He would stop, turn look straight at us, smile and
wave...a big wave, a long wave...that lasted at least until we got to Bridgeville.

Who is he? | do not know. It just did seen proper to stop and ask. | have heard
that he has been written up in the newspapers. The exchange was simple. He waved.
We received and waved back. He then turned and waved to the next car.

Here is what hit me. IT IS SO SIMPLE TO BLESS ANOTHER. All you have to do is
stop long enough to notice someone, really notice — and then respond. It could be a card,
note or call...a listening ear, kind word or a prayer...a cupcake, some warm cookies or
simply a warm smile.

“Love one another, as | have loved you”, said Jesus. Sometimes, most of the time,
it is pretty simple.

Ask the waving man — or the “wave-ee.”
See you each Sunday...as we practice the simplicity of love...including waving!

But man, despite his riches, does not endure; he is like the beasts that perish.” (Psalm 49:10-12)

One day, my name will be long forgotten by this world.

This past weekend, | traveled north to Jamestown, NY, to attend my cousin’s wedding—the last Beckstrom wedding of our
generation! During a brief downtime in the afternoon, one of my cousins stopped by the market for some potatis korv (a
Swedish sausage that my family has always eaten on special occasions). | chose, instead, to stop by the Blye Cemetery
(a very small cemetery named, no doubt, after the family for whom that small patch of land is a final resting place). You
see, through the years, as we were growing up, my siblings and | took many brief (and | mean brief!) walks through that old
cemetery (and | mean old!). The headstones, eroded by the fierce elements, are rubbed absolutely smooth. The Blye
name that had once been etched into each one is no longer legible. Even that large headstone—the one that stands no
doubt above a wealthy and prominent patriarch—is today unreadable. If you blink when you drive past, you’ll miss his last
little plot of land. Indeed, we are all “like the beasts that perish.” Like the nameless, faceless, ordinary, indescript beasts
that come and go as the world keeps turning.

Okay. I'll admitit. | think I've been going through a really early mid-life crisis. Since becoming an ordained Minister of the
Word and Sacrament, | consistently find myself drawn to Biblical wisdom literature, where my life is regularly called into
perspective. The wise will pass away; the fool will pass away. The wealthy will inherit a tomb; the poor will inherit a tomb.
The powerful will not endure; the weak will not endure. No matter the size of your office, the degree on your wall, the title
before your name, the size of your bank account, the number of teeth in your gums or hairs on your head, the shininess of
the wheels on your car, or anything else that is defining your legacy—no matter any of those things, all are “like the beasts
that perish.” Our names, one day, will be long forgotten by this world.

| consistently find myself drawn to this glorious mystery: Though we are finite, God is infinite.

| regularly find God’s infinitude, and my utter finitude, beckoning me to out-live my life as a worshiper—as one utterly given
to the glory of God. And I've been chatting with folks recently about how we can do that. I'd like to share with you a small
sample:

The Bridgeville Ministerial Association is talking about gathering the local churches together around a common mission.
One of the ideas that we’ve bandied about, for example, is that we work together to have a water-well dug in an impover-
ished Third World Community. There are other ideas as well, and we’re prayerfully discerning how we’d like to lead our
churches to out-live our life together. Our lives may be finite, but we live to the glory of the One Who is infinite! Expect to
hear more from me in the near future.

The Sr. High Youth Group, having participated in the 30 Hour Famine to raise funds to fight world hunger, is also brain-
storming a special project to work on together to make a difference in the world. We’re prayerfully discerning how we’d like
to out-live our life together. Our lives may be finite, but we live to the glory of the One Who is infinite! Again, expect to
hear more from me in the near future.

One day, our headstones will be rubbed smooth and the world will have forgotten our names. How are you out-living your
life?

The men from the Bridgeville and South Fayette Area who lost their lives while serving in the military
